ASSESSMENTS 

 

Lecture Exams:  There will be 3 lecture exams and a final exam, each worth 100 points.  The format of these exams may 

include multiple choice, matching, fill-in-the-blank, true/false, and short answer questions.  Make-up exams are an 

option for those with legitimate reasons, but will be more challenging than the original exam and may include essay 

questions.  Students wishing to take a makeup exam must contact me the day of the missed exam and must complete 

the make-up within 2 days of the missed exam.  Students may not take exams early, with the exception of students with 

a university related excuse.  BIOL 5680 exams will cover additional material from outside readings.  
 

Lab Practical: One lab practical will be conducted to evaluate identification skills of symptoms and signs of plant 

pathogens.  
 

Lab Assignments:  There will be 5 lab assignments throughout the semester, each worth 10 points.  Each assignment will 

be due at the end of the lab period, unless otherwise directed.  Any student with an excused absence for a lab must 

contact me the day of the missed lab; otherwise, a make-up opportunity may not be available.  Make-up opportunities 

will not be granted to students without an excused absence.
